Class B Autumn Newsletter
Dear Parents,

My name is Mr. Richardson and I will be teaching your child this year. It goes without saying that I extend the warmest welcome to all the returning children in Class B as well as to those children joining the class this year. This newsletter should give you some insight into the routines and practices that will be taking place in Class B this year, as well as some of the topics we’ll be covering this term.

Spellings

The children will continue to receive weekly spellings. These will be handed out to the children on Mondays when they will be given time to practice the spellings within their handwriting exercise books. These exercise books should then be taken home and spellings learnt for a test on a Friday. The spellings should be the responsibility of your children to learn, however where appropriate your participation with helping your children learn the weekly spellings would be greatly appreciated.

Topics

Throughout this Autumn term we will be covering two topics - Food and Heroes. We will spend half a term on each topic, building upon and extending the children’s prior learning of these subjects. As with the introduction of any topic, the children will share what they wish to learn and where possible this will be integrated into the unit.
PE

PE is an essential part of your child’s education. It develops competent, confident young people whilst promoting the importance of a healthy, active lifestyle. It also calls for teamwork, leadership and creative thinking. This year our PE sessions will take place on Tuesdays and Wednesdays starting with Outdoor and Adventurous Activities. Therefore children should have an appropriate PE kit (suitable for outdoor and indoor conditions) within school at all times. Please note, for safety reasons children who wear earrings should remove these during our PE sessions.
Homework

Children will receive two pieces of homework weekly, handed out on a Friday. These pieces of homework should be completed to the best of your child’s ability and handed in by Wednesday of the following week. The homework will comprise of work which we have completed throughout the week and will be used as a form of assessment as to the children’s understanding.
Children should understand that I am available on Mondays and Tuesdays for guidance with any issues or problems with the completion of this work. Please do not leave such issues until Wednesday. 

Classroom Organisation
In an effort to keep the classroom tidy it would be appreciated if children could bring pencil cases to school. All stationery will be provided within the classroom. It is thought if the children possess their own pencil cases in their trays this will minimize the effect of time consuming pencil distribution per lesson.
Water bottles

It is most important that the children stay hydrated and therefore children are encouraged to bring their own individual water bottles to school daily. These bottles should be either unique or labelled to prevent confusion.
Diaries

Children will keep a record of dates, events as well as homework in their personalised diaries. Please sign this weekly and add comments where you feel appropriate. The diary will take the form of another means of communication between myself and parents. Thank you.
