Having not taught any of the children in Class N this year and because I am returning to Y4/5 I feel like this is a totally fresh start. This newsletter should give you some idea as to the routines in Class N, and a look at the Autumn term ahead. 
Topics

Throughout the Autumn term, our two topics will be Environment - What a Waste! and Climate Change, spending half a term on each. Children have already completed mind maps telling me what they already know and what they would like to find out, so we are ready to start straight away. I have chosen this topic as I am extremely passionate about educating today’s younger generation about looking after the environment and their future!
Spellings

This year, spellings will be taught in a more innovative way. Each half-term children will be learning and practising a different set of words, which will be sent to you shortly, along with more details about how this will work. They will engage in 2-3 short sessions each week to help them learn and practice these spellings, with assessments at the end of each half-term. This will replace the old system of learning new spellings each week and being tested on a Friday.  Children who require additional support with their spelling will be given this on a more daily basis. 
Reading
Children should have a book in school at all times, as we will be doing quiet reading most days. This book can be chosen from the classroom, school library or from home. Each child has been given a new reading journal which they should keep up-to-date. There will be frequent checks in school to ensure these are being used correctly with free time awarded to those who put in ***** effort. I have listened to every child read this week and those requiring additional practice and monitoring will meet regularly with Mrs Ward, Mrs Hutton or myself. Children are encouraged to read and discuss their book with their parents, even if they are independent readers. 

Homework & diaries

Friday - two pieces of homework handed out, which should be completed to a high standard. Please sign homework diaries and add in comments, as you feel necessary. It is important that I know whether help was needed with homework or if there were any problems.  

Monday – 2 house points if hand in homework.

Tuesday – 1 house point if hand in homework.

Wednesday - last day to hand in homework.

PE
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Please ensure that children have a suitable PE kit (both indoor and outdoor) in school AT ALL TIMES. PE is a required part of the curriculum and also contributes to a healthy life-style, so if your child cannot take part in PE, they must have a signed letter from home stating the reasons why.

Please make sure your child has a suitable labelled water bottle in school each day.
