Not long to go!
It is hard to believe how quickly the time has passed since September. Y6 children have ‘report cards’ in their homework diaries with their levels for English and Maths. Children will complete the MOCK Science tests this week, and those levels will be with you shortly. I am hoping that they have shared these with you and that you are as proud as I am about the progress that has been made. 

We really have come such a long way!
We now have 3 weeks for revising any of those tricky parts and for doing any fine tuning where it is necessary. 

Topics

As a result of SATs there will be no main topic this half-term, however details for the second half-term will follow. 
Spellings

Children will have further opportunities to see SATs spelling tests and will be organised as follows:

MON: test on the 20 words for the week

DURING THE WEEK: children will write them as handwriting practice during the week (in red spellings books which they bring home).  
FRI: re-test on 20 words with the aim of beating their score. 
Reading

· The most recent check I did on reading journals was quite disappointing. Many children had done very little reading. 
· Please can I request your support on improving this? I have recommended that children read 4-5 times a week for at least 15 minutes at a time. For some children, this may require a routine being set in place, eg: reading before bed each night.  

· It is also beneficial to read together and discuss the book with your child. I would also welcome comments and signatures in reading journals.
Homework & diaries

Homework will be as usual, with a reminder that free time can be earned when diaries are returned with comments and signatures. These have also lapsed during the Spring term. Come on Class N – get yourselves organised!
I am more than happy to discuss any concerns with homework on Mondays and Tuesdays. 

What about the Y5s?

No, I haven’t forgotten about them. Y5 pupils will be included in any main teaching of Maths, English and Science, however when there is a strong focus on test questions, provision will be made to remove them from the class. This has worked well in the past, and the Y5s are generally very supportive of this, especially as they reap the benefits of the end of SATs party! Furthermore, any tricks picked up for managing tests is always useful when they sit their Optional tests in May/ June (see dates below). 
PE

PE this term will be Kwik Cricket, with the possibility of taking a team to the Kwik Cricket tournament in June. We will also be continuing with circuit training and team games. 

Please may I remind you of the following kits, which should be in school at all times:

INDOOR kit: dark shorts, a plain red t-shirt (no football tops) and trainers/ plimsolls.  
OUTDOOR kit: dark shorts/ track suit bottoms, a plain red t-shirt (no football tops) and trainers. Caps and sun cream are optional.   

Water bottles

It is essential that children have a suitable labelled water bottle in school each day. This is especially important in the Summer term as the weather is generally warmer.
